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Lucía Pulido y Palenque Bio

The Colombian singer Lucía Pulido has participated in various projects, ranging from traditional Colombian music to jazz and “Nueva Canción” (New Song.) She was part of the duo “Iván y Lucía” for more than thirteen years with the singer and songwriter Iván Benavides, with whom she recorded three LPs between 1986 and 1991, touring in Spain, England, Colombia, and Ecuador.

Lucía’s musical compass after her arrival in New York in 1994 has been focused on an experimental approach to traditional Colombian rhythms. In 1995 she recorded her first solo CD, “Lucía”, for the Colombian recording company Sonolux, distributed in the USA by Sony. She has been invited to sing and record with different jazz musicians such as Ed Simon, Dave Binney, and Erik Friedlander. In the US, Lucía has promoted her music in private theaters, universities, and in well known venues of the New York City area (Joe’s Pub, Lincoln Center Out of Doors, Queens Theatre in the Park, the Knitting Factory, American Museum of Natural History, among others.) She has participated in several festivals in the city as well. She received a grant for New York City resident artists in 2000 from the Lower Manhattan Cultural Council Foundation LMCC.

In 2000, together with the Japanese percussionist Satoshi Takeishi she recorded a CD for the German label Intuition (“Religious and Pagan Songs from Colombia”), which is available in the European and American markets. In 2004 she recorded “Dolor de Ausencia”, a selection of classic Latin American broken-hearted songs produced by the label FM in Colombia. In 2005, together with Argentinean guitarist Fernando Tarrés, she recorded Songbooks I and II for BAU Records. And in February 2006 she recorded her latest work with her ensemble “Palenque” in collaboration with Colombian guitarist Sebastián Cruz.

She is currently working on several projects with musicians in New York and in different countries in Latin America. Some of these are: an experimental project based on Latin American traditional songs with Argentinean guitarist Fernando Tarrés; a project “América Contemporánea – um Outro Centro” with Brazilian pianist Benjamin Taubkin and several musicians from different countries in Latin America; the classic repertoire of Latin American broken-hearted songs performed with musicians based in New York; New York cellist Erik Friedlander’s “Colombiana” project; and the performance of experimental arrangements of Colombian traditional music, as well as newly composed songs written for her, with the ensemble “Palenque.” Her active career includes performances in Europe, Canada, United States, and Latin America.
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
