Technical requirements for a concert of LMDVB

The choir needs warm up on stage 30 min. before opening of the doors. The choir performs with no amplification. 

LIGHT : 

The light in the house should be dimmed to 90% ( not completely dark).

The stage  lights should be directed so that to cover the singers from head to toe.Normal white light is basic. Two spotlight and an operator must be presented when available to work with solo singers. The choir forms a semicircle pox. 10 m. diametre.When solo pieces are performed a spotlight might be used.Soloists perform in the center of the semicircle. Conductor does not use stand and does need spot lights. Light effects might be used carefully as they might mix with the colorful costumes. The four musicians are playing in the center of the stage - they perform: kaval(flute), gadulka(fidle), gaida(bagpipe) and tamboura.

BACKSTAGE 

Twelve chairs  behind each side of stage ( not seen) are required.A piano or keyboard should be placed on the left side of stage behind the choir for tuning.
Dressing rooms

Separate rooms for: conductor, management and musicians, which should be situated at some distance from stage. Common rooms for singers, one or two are requested. Before warm up the choir leaves all luggage in rooms.

The performance consists of 2 parts – 40 minutes each with 15 min interval in between.
